Chemical engineers bring chemistry out of the laboratory, and engineer it into the world around you. Use chemical engineering unit operations to relate to chemistry in the laboratory.   (Workshop A)
· Paint Your World with George Drobny, Polymer Engineer, President of Drobny Polymer Associates. The theme of this year’s National Chemistry Week is Your Home – It’s All Built on Chemistry .  Explore the chemistry of paints and coatings. Make and use different paints for various surfaces and different purposes to protect your home.  (Workshop B)
· Simplified Data-Acquisition with Shawn Brooks, Technology Partner with MeasureNet Technology.  Reshape the chemistry laboratory experience by integrating electronic measurement instrumentation and data handling technology to enhance students' ability to learn and understand key chemical concepts.  You will conduct experiments that demonstrate the capabilities of this technology. (Workshop C)

· A Winning Chemistry Club with Terri Taylor, Manager, Office of High School Chemistry. Education Division, ACS, Washington, DC.  The ACS-Sponsored High School Chemistry Clubs program is a new pilot program of the ACS and is intended to partner with both the ACS Students Affiliates program for college students and the ACS Local Sections. · Exploring Quantum Concepts in Chemistry with Peter Garik, School of Education, and Dan Dill, Department of Chemistry, Boston University.  The Exploring Quantum Concepts in Chemistry computer programs offer students and teachers interactive graphical explorations of atomic structure. Using the programs, you will investigate the quantum properties of atoms, the nature of molecular bonds, and the interaction of light and matter.  A two session computer workshop.  (Workshop E)
